Your rig be checked using a signal generator, watt meter, frequency counter and deviation meter. Tests will 

include transmitter power, frequency and peak deviation and receiver sensitivity. 

 

If you haven’t already, contact  Jack, WB1MDC (603-429-1137 or WB4MDC@ARRL.NET) before the April 

meeting if you will be taking advantage of this opportunity.  Include rig model, power level, and whether 

mobile, base, or hand-held.

Your Call is RAEM?? 

 

Being an avid contester, I run across a wide variety of contests, large and small, that are just as varied in what 

they celebrate or commemorate.  A couple of months ago, I saw an announcement for the RAEM contest 

sponsored by the Russian Union of Radio Amateurs that would take place over an eight-hour period during 

Christmas.  I didn’t think much of it since it was Christmas and the XYL would crucify me if I tried to get on the 

air.  

 

A few days after the announcement, I saw an email on the YCCC reflector from Don, K2KQ, about the RAEM 

event.  I got to know Don quite well about 10 years ago when he organized the first of my trips to Grenada to 

operate as J3A during the CQ WW CW contest.  Don is in his mid-70s and has been hamming since he was a kid 

like most of us.  Don was one of those lucky kids who got into ham radio before WW II.  He had a ball chasing 

DX and working a lot of stuff that doesn’t exist today.  I think Don would have worked them all by the time he 

finished school had it not been for the war.   

 

Not long after the war, Don was back at it.  He was closing in on the then-rare Worked All Zones award 

sponsored by CQ.  At one point he worked a station signing “RAEM” as his call.  He noticed that the operator 

was very good on CW and, from the raspy tone and flutter, knew he was likely from the Russian polar region.  

(Many of you that have been licensed since 1980 missed the fun of copying unintentional “FM” CW from the 

days of poor power supply filtering and wanton coupling in homebrew transmitters.)  When Don received a card 

from AC4YN – Tibet was an independent country once – he noticed that he had 39 of the 40 zones confirmed, 

missing only zone 19.  Don checked his records and found that the odd RAEM station was indeed in zone 19! 

 

Now the question was, how to get that QSL card.  The timeframe was the late 1940s.  The Cold War was in full 

face-off.  Russians were allowed to operate amateur radio but NEVER allowed to reveal their real address 

beyond their oblast (state).  All QSLs were handled by the Central Radio Club, Box 88, Moscow, a mail drop 

that lasted throughout the era of the Soviet Union.  Being a kid, Don figured RAEM (some guy named Krenkel) 

was just like any other ham and would be happy to get a special request QSL card.  So Don sent his card to the 

obligatory Box 88 along with his picture.  The fact that a picture was considered a personal contact from the 

“Enemy” and could make life really ugly for the recipient never occurred to Don.   

 

Almost by magic, Don got a reply in the form of a personal letter from Krenkel with his picture enclosed and a 

promise that he would get the zone 19 QSL soon.  Don resigned himself to the fact that the card could still take 2 

years or more to get to him.  Luckily, Don did not have to wait nearly that long for the coveted zone 19 QSL to 

show up from the bureau.  WAZ #334 hangs on the wall of the K2KQ shack to this day. 

 

Don’s story got me curious about RAEM so I did some web surfing.  The holder of this unique callsign was 

Ernst Krenkel, a German who was born in Russia in 1902.  He became interested in radio as a kid (what a 

surprise) and, at the age of 18, managed to get himself assigned as telegrapher for an expedition to the polar 

island of Novaya Zemlya with the Red Army.  After his return, Ernst managed to persuade a professor at the 

Lenin Laboratory to provide this experimental short-wave equipment that he could use for the Navy.  He hustled 

the Navy to let him test this new device in the Arctic as a lifeline back to Moscow.  His bluff worked and he was 

off on an adventure few of us would ever experience.

During the 30s, Ernst became a fixture as the miracle communications man on Soviet polar expeditions.  His 

skill as an operator in the harshest environment on earth earned him great respect among his crewmates.  You 

may think it is natural to forget differences when faced with survival in the elements, but this was Stalinist 

Russia, where fear and distrust reigned supreme.  Ernst was a German (not YET hated) and he was not a 

member of the Communist party.  Apparently, not everyone believed what “Uncle Joe” said was final.  

 

The winter of 1933-34 found Ernst on the icebreaker Chelyushin making port calls along the Russian Arctic.  

As the ship neared the Siberian end of its voyage in February 1934, the strong winds and pack ice slowed its 

progress and soon it was stuck.  The pressure of the ice combined with the winds submerged the bow of the 

ship, forcing all on board to evacuate to the ice pack.   Ernst managed to send a distress message before 

abandoning ship so that rescue operations could get under way.  For the next seven weeks, the group struggled 

against the brutal Arctic cold as Ernst and his men tried to keep the radio gear working.  Navigation by air at 

that time was mostly by eyeball.  A compass was especially tough in the North Pole region as well.  Ernst had 

to hope that someone would be able to recognize some of the landmarks he remembered along the route and 

transmitted periodically.   

 

The story had a happy ending when all 104 people were rescued.  For his efforts, Ernst was declared a Hero of 

the Soviet Union.  A Swedish amateur who worked RAEM in a contest received a QSL from Ernst that was 

remarkable considering the climate of the time.  On the front of the QSL was the call UP0L with a picture of a 

CCCP tent on the ice and below the usual QSO text field was printed:  "Here formerly op of the North Pole 

expedition 1937-38. Now RAEM, Moscow, G.S.D., Hero of the Soviet Union, Ernst Krenkel."  On the 

backside, there was a further explanation that simply said: "RAEM was the callsign of s/s Chelyuskin, crushed 

by the ice in the Arctic Sea in 1934. I was there [as] the Chief Radio Operator. Since then, RAEM is my 

personal callsign."  The card even contained Ernst’s personal address, obviously unheard of for a “normal” 

Russian. 
 

Ernst’s exploits in the Arctic became legendary, culminating in a remarkable scientific expedition with three 

other men that inhabited an ice floe for nine months.  Like the words on his QSL card, Ernst never let the 

notoriety and his special position go to his head.  He became chairman of the Central Radio Club, a position he 

held for many years.  The club functioned reliably for decades (something rare in the Soviet Union) to channel 

cards to the thousands of Russian amateurs.

Ernst’s life as an amateur has a lot of parallels to that of Don Wallace, W6AM.  Like Don, Ernst’s skills as a radio 

operator played an important role in history.  Don was the radio operator on the ship that transported President 

Wilson to the armistice talks at the end of World War I.  Don went on to build a ham’s “Field of Dreams” with his 

incredible rhombics.  Ernst could get anything he wanted thanks to the Red Star that adorned his jacket, although 

he rarely sported it.   

 

Ernst became a Silent Key in 1971.  He is buried in the same cemetery as Nikita Krushchev and Boris Yeltsin, 

sort of a fitting tribute to the change that has swept the country.

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Minutes of the NARC Club Meeting – March 2, 2010 

 

The President, Ed Deichler (K2TE), called the meeting to order at 7:07 PM in the First Church, and began the 

meeting with introductions. 

 

Program: The program was presented by Dale Clement (AF1T) and his XYL Mickie (W1MKY). 

 

In teaching Amateur Licensing Courses, Dale found that students without the proper background had a problem 

visualizing various electronic principles.  His presentation was the result of many years of developing visual 

aids that are easy to understand for the new amateur and support the question pool of the various license 

classes. 

 

Using a low power 432 MHz transmitter and a yagi antenna he began demonstrating the concepts of a dipole 

antenna and its horizontal and vertical beamwidth. 

 

A comparison was made between a dipole and an isotropic antenna.  In order to get more gain a demonstration 

was done that showed that stacked dipoles should be at least 5/8 wavelength apart.  He also demonstrated the 

ends of dipoles can be folded without much effect on the gain of the antenna. 

 

He then demonstrated a cubicle quad with each side a ¼ wavelength and a delta loop with each side a 1/3 

wavelength.  He demonstrated a Zepp antenna which includes a matching section and the J-Pole which is a 

vertical form of the Zepp. 

 

Dipoles that were multiples of ½ wavelengths demonstrated fracturing of the normal bidirectional beam.  

Dipoles that were 1 wavelength long had a four beam pattern, while Dipoles that were 1 ½ wavelengths 

exhibited a six beam pattern. 

 

After many different antenna configurations were demonstrated by Dale and Mickie they then introduced us to 

VBT (vinegar based technology) Antennas.  First came the Hot Dog Dipole, then the Hot Dog vertical, and 

these were followed by the Dilly dipole, the Pickle Pole and the “Cubepickle” quad. 

 

Treasurer‟s Report: The Treasurer, Bill Bordy (NJ1H) reported that the Club Treasury balance is $4258.60. 

 

Audit Report:  The Audit Report was presented by Frank Swiech (N1DGQ) and Rich Carter (KE1EV).  The 

Audit Committee found that all spending was in compliance with the approved Club practices and policies.   

The Audit Committee also recommended that the Club fund a discretionary fund to handle unanticipated 

expenses. 

 

The Treasurer, Bill Bordy (NJ1H), requested a motion from the floor to set up such a fund at a level of $200.00.  

Such motion was made and seconded.  It passed by unanimous vote. 

 

Adjournment: Having no further business, the meeting adjourned at 9:40 PM.
