Field Day is Coming! 

 

Springtime this year has been its usual unusual self for New England.   A few days of unusually nice weather is 

followed by a few days of usually lousy weather.  A few days of unusually dry weather is followed by a few days 

of usual heavy rains and floods.  A few days of calm weather ends in several days of gale-force winds and power 

outages.  All of this up and down weather is certain to produce the usual bumper crop of pollen and poison ivy in 

June, the usual ingredients for FIELD DAY. 

 

Every year at this time NARC gears up for the annual nationwide event that showcases the capabilities of amateur 

radio as hams come together to operate all manner of station configurations in all sorts of environments.  For 

those new to the hobby who may have heard about it, Field Day is the biggest “non-contest” operating event 

sponsored by the ARRL. Yes, stations do set up to operate for 24 hours and yes, there are points for each contact 

made on as many bands as possible, just like a real contest.  However, there are no awards given out for the top 

scorers no matter what the category.  The real focus of Field Day is on the flexibility of amateur radio to establish 

communications under less than ideal conditions (i.e. the usual rain, hail, wind, snow, heat and humidity) 

employing all usual modes and (sometimes) unusual equipment at our disposal.  Field Day has an open-house 

atmosphere that provides hams an opportunity to show the public what the hobby is all about. 

 

Field Day is held the fourth full weekend of June each year when the days are long and people are yearning to be 

outdoors. Many a ham has had to navigate a domestic minefield to avoid petty things like weddings and family 

reunions disrupting Field Day activities. Clubs and groups everywhere descend on their favorite Field Day site or 

brave a new locale to get set up for a fun weekend.  Field Day operations come in several flavors, with most 

stations operating from emergency generators or batteries (Class A) in the dim light of a tent.  A twist on this is to 

operate off generators or batteries from the comforts of home (Class E). For those without a generator or who are 

unable to go portable or mobile for Field Day, they can still operate as normal as Class D. Mobile operation 

qualifies you as Class C operation. If you can't link up with a club, there is always the opportunity to roll your 

own Field Day, either solo or with a friend, qualifying the operation as Class B; a Class B station can operate 

from a generator or batteries. Finally, there is the possibility of operating from an emergency operations center 

(EOC) that has been established by federal or municipal organizations (Class F). Why the focus on the class of 

operation? Because it is part of the contact exchange that gets sent along with the number of transmitters on the 

air from the Field Day site and the ARRL section. Thus, if I was operating from my backyard off a marine battery, 

I would send “1A NH” for my exchange. 

 

The focus on fun and participation for Field Day means making a concerted effort to get on the air, especially for 

newly licensed hams or those who rarely operate. Aptly named the Get-on-the-Air (GOTA) station, a GOTA 

station is allowed to operate on any HF band at a given time (no multiple transmitters allowed).  This feature is 

one of the coolest things at Field Day; a technician-class licensee, with a control operator nearby, can operate 

where the “big guys” are.  What a great way to show someone the hobby!  The GOTA station for this year will be 

led by Aaron, KA1RON, first harmonic of Lee, WB1ADR.  For you newbies to the hobby, here is your chance to 

join Aaron and his friends in an intra-club contest to see how many operators can make 20 QSOs each to earn 

bonus points for the club.

Field Day is Coming!  (Contôd from Page 2) 

 

Field Day offers more than just a chance to operate HF.  Bonus scoring opportunities are available to entice 

those who enjoy other aspects of the hobby to join in. UHF and VHF enthusiasts can also set up to operate. If 

there are at least two stations operating above 50 MHz, one station is defined as a free VHF station and the 

other can be counted toward the total club transmitter count. This year for the first time a number of years, 

NARC will be making a concerted effort to activate many of the UHF/VHF bands available to hams. 

 

Other aspects of Field Day are aimed at encouraging the public to visit.  Clubs earn bonus points for media 

notices announcing the event.  Making the public aware of ham radio is made a little easier by awarding bonus 

point for operation from public places such as parks or other civic areas.  More bonus points are available by 

setting up a public information table that contains brochures and other takeaway data for visitors.  This year 

NARC plans to have the Merrimack Police Department join us at our site in Wasserman Park.  With members 

of NH ARES and potentially Merrimack Fire Department also on site, what better way to foster awareness and 

understanding of the value of emergency support communications that ham radio can provide? 

 

Field Day also recognizes the non-traditional aspects of the hobby. Bonus points may be earned for satellite 

QSOs made from the site. Hams who like to experiment with alternate power sources such as solar panels, 

wind generators, even water turbines are welcome to participate and provide their club with more bonus points. 

To bring new blood into the ranks, operators under the age of 18 will bring in bonus points. 

 

NARC has prided itself on being a very visible presence on the bands and in the community each year for 

Field Day. The club has consistently scored among the top scorers each year with the mix of operators and 

talented members who make a contribution to many of the different features that Field Day offers. The 

planning and organizing to pull off a big operation may seem overwhelming but the club has always found a 

way to step up to the task. 

 

Whether you're a veteran of a NARC Field Day or this is your first time, why not pitch in to maximize the 

experience at N1FD?

       THE PROUTY IS APPROACHING!!!    JOIN US ON JULY 9 AND 10 TO HELP FIGHT CANCER! 

 
As I looked at the promotional brochure for this year's Prouty, I reflected on the fact that this is the 29th year that people in 

the upper valley and, actually, around the country have supported this fund raiser benefiting cancer research and patient 

services at the Norris Cotton Cancer Center.  One of the most remarkable and sobering aspects of this record is that so many 

of the riders, walkers and volunteers have been touched by cancer, either personally, in their families or their acquaintances. 

 Cancer touched our family directly last year when Dot KA1LDS was diagnosed with breast cancer through early detection. 

 As a result of the excellent care and early treatment at DHMC and NCCC, Dot is cancer free with no followup treatment 

needed and she is a cancer survivor for the second time! 

 

   The work to solicit Ham operators for the Friday Ultimate and Saturday Prouty events has been going on since February! 

 We need Hams at fixed locations, such as SAG stations, and in roving vehicles on both the Ultimate bike ride on Friday, 

from Manchester to Hanover and on Saturday, the four bike routes and four walk routes around the upper valley.     Ham 

Radio support is critical in many areas, especially where cellphone coverage is still minimal or nonexistant. The system 

includes the 2M repeaters in Henniker, NH and Moose Mtn, which are linked by Echolink for the Ultimate.  In addition, the 

KB1FDA repeater in E. Corinth, VT is linked to Moose Mtn for Saturday to provide coverage on the northern bike routes. 

This year, we will be adding APRS as a resource to track key resupply and support vehicles.  Our net control will, again, be 

at the Richmond Middle School in Hanover to manage communications along the various routes. 

 
We are all part of that same huge team, the thousands who join the fight against cancer each year-  If you have already 

signed up to help this year, we thank you for your continued support.  If you have yet to join the team, please contact Dave 

WA1ZCN at dbcolter@myfairpoint.net or sign up as a Ham Radio operator on the registration page at www.theprouty.org.

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Minutes of the NARC Club Meeting ï May 4, 2010 
 

The President, Ed Deichler (K2TE)) called the meeting to order at 7:01 PM in the First Church and began the meeting 

with introductions. 

 

Program:  The program was presented by Andrew Anderson (VK3CV/W1VKZ).  Andrew has been a Ham for over 33 

years.  He was first licensed as VK3NQU, the equivalent of a Novice License, then as VK3PYD, the equivalent of our 

Technician License.  He held both licenses concurrently.  Later the two licenses were combined and Andrew held the call 

sign VK3KAJ.  Moving up the Amateur ladder he gained the equivalent of our Extra Class license with the Call VK3CV. 

 

The IARU Society in Australia is the Wireless Institute of Australia which is celebrating its 100
th
 Anniversary this year. 

 

Australia has many of the same VHF/UHF bands that we enjoy except for the 220 and 900 MHz bands.  Power 

limitations are 150 watts PEP for SSB operation while CW, FM and digital modes are limited to 100 Watts. 

 

His first Ham Station was in Stawell, Victoria from 1976 to 1985.  A large amount of his antenna farm was home brew 

including the tower and the rotator and a majority of the antennas.  Most of the equipment in the shack was also home 

brew.  He used a Yaesu FT-7 as his base rig with a number of transverters for various VHF/UHF operations. 

 

His next Ham Station was in Melton, Victoria from 1985 to 1995 where he added a 3 meter dish with AZ-EL capabilities 

to his antenna farm.  While there he and his Elmer competed in the 1985 Ross Hull with Andrew winning the Seven Day 

event and his Elmer, V. K. C. Jenkins (VK3ZBJ), taking first place.  Also for a short period Andrew and his Elmer held 

the 10 GHz distance record of 430 Km. 

 

Andrew’s last Station was on Mt Macedon, Victoria, where he worked aircraft scatter off planes flying between Sydney 

and Melbourne. 

 

Treasurerôs Report:  The Treasurer, Bill Bordy (NJ1H) reported that the Club Treasury balance is $3817.94. 

 

Membership:  The Membership Director, Bill Lana (N4COY), reports the Club currently has 46 active members and 

eight life members.  Tonight we will have two new members, bringing the paid membership up to 48 for a total 

membership of 56 

 

Vice President:  John Halbert (W1SMN) reported that the Bulletin has a new advertiser, Park Place Luxury Bedding.  

John also reported that the owner of Pizzico’s has indicated that he also may be interested in becoming an advertiser. 

 

Activities:  The Activities Director, Bill Hammond (KA1SSR), reports that this week’s pizza is at Pizza Hut in 

Merrimack.
